### LOCAL PARENTS URGE REVIEW OF KRATOM SALES AS FEDERAL DATA SHOWS HEALTH RISKS

[CITY, STATE] — Local parents and community members are calling on lawmakers to review the retail sale of kratom, citing federal data showing increasing reports of adverse effects, poison center exposures, and overdose deaths where kratom compounds were detected.

Kratom (Mitragyna speciosa) is widely sold in gas stations and vape shops, often marketed as a natural supplement despite not being approved as a drug or dietary ingredient in the United States.

According to America’s Poison Centers, thousands of kratom exposures have been reported in recent years, including a growing number involving children under five. Federal surveillance systems also track kratom in overdose deaths, often alongside other substances.
